Practical Praying for the Hands-On Heart

This has been one of the toughest verses in the entire Bible for me.  When I was younger (but not by much), I 

thought it meant that when Christ comes into our hearts, God runs us through a trash compacter.  Actually, I 

visualized it as more like a car compacter.  The general idea was the same. But what happened next was not 

clear.  Do we get melted down as a Plymouth and recast, say, as a Lexus?  

Years ago, a revival speaker at the little Baptist church in Port Royal, told us that the same traits that caused 

David to be regarded as a great king, were also those that resulted in his reputation as a great sinner.  That sort 

of squashes the Detroit theory, doesn’t it? Centuries later, the apostle Paul wrote in his letter to the Romans that 

he found himself doing the very opposite of what he knew God required. So, what’s the deal here? 

Welcome to Bible study! 

1)  Find a Bible. Barnes and Noble has a variety of Bibles in stock with customer seating right around the corner 

from their display. You can read and compare as long as you want. Another option is to go online to the Bible hub 

site.  If you type in one verse, the screen will show the translation of that verse in about 2 dozen versions. What 

is helpful is to settle on a Bible that speaks to you when you read it.  The Bible has already been translated from 

Hebrew, Aramaic and Greek.  If you have to translate it into understandable English, keep looking. 

2)  Remember that the Bible is the inspired Word of God.  However, its footnotes are not.  They are the result of 

scholarly study.  Which eventually comes down to a man’s opinion. Footnotes are intended to guide you, not 

beguile you. 

3)  Rev. Guy Mattox said that for years he read commentaries to sleuth out answers.  When he realized he was 

reading the opinions of an assortment of writers, he set them aside and let the Bible be its own commentary by 

referring to other Bibles for their differing versions of translation. 

4)  If you require a Mt. Sinai experience every time you open your Bible, you need only look back at the life of 

David, son of Jesse, a shepherd for a lot of years.  He was out with the sheep all day, monotony broken only 

when the occasional lion or bear showed up.  There’s nothing to suggest that he interpreted his personal situation 

as God’s training him to be a great king. However, when it was Goliath who showed up, David’s years of monotony 

had him equipped to face him. 

5)  This last point may be the most difficult 

of them all: let go of what you expect or 

anticipate or just plain want the Bible to 

say.  This is really hard if your decision to 

read the Bible is motivated by a sudden 

crisis.  You probably have in mind what 

you are hoping the Bible will say, a time 

specific answer pertinent to your particular 

situation.  The danger is that of selecting 

Scriptures that support that way of 

thinking.  When Peter was walking on the 

water and became frightened and began 

sinking, he didn’t reach for a scroll; he 

called out to his Lord.
