The Ten Penny Challenge 

In his farewell note in the most recent district newsletter, our 

superintendent who has served faithfully for eight years, made 

the following request. “Step outside your comfort zone to invite 

friends and neighbors into a relationship with Jesus Christ.”  

I’m thinking what Pastor Ted has done may be a gift to us as the people of DUMC if we are up to 

the challenge. Read the underlined portion again. His request clearly states the starting point that 

many of us have trouble with. We like our comfort zone more than we may admit. We can make a 

thousand excuses to avoid following up on such a goal – the one goal, actually, Jesus set for us 

Himself. 

I believe in setting goals and taking first steps toward them. One doesn’t get anywhere without a 

plan to execute, and the will to begin.  

The Apostle Paul reminded us that we are "Ambassadors for Christ". There are hundreds of people 

in our community who know little to nothing of Christ. Truth is, they probably won't know anything 

until they meet you. The best starting place is simply to start conversations with people you 

encounter every day. To listen to people's stories and to share yours. There are people who would 

be so grateful to come to faith because you took a minute to stop and talk with them. 

Many who are a part of our church have an opportunity to meet new people. They are all around 

us - at the grocery store, the library, at work and school, the coffee shop, at a Rotary meeting, at a 

sporting event, etc. If we set out from the comfort of our homes and church with the attitude that 

we will initiate conversations with people, it is amazing how many people we can get to know.  

Herb Miller, who has written many books on church vitality, recommended a simple practice from 

his own life that may be useful here. For years Miller kept ten pennies in his right pocket to remind 

him of his call to meet new people and share his story. Every time he met someone new, he moved 

one penny to his left pocket. The goal was to move all ten pennies by the end of the week.  

What if we were to incorporate such a practice in our daily lives? Think of the possibilities to bless 

and be blessed by others? Think of the possibilities of Christ opening doors to use us in such a 

wonderful way!  

It’s really not complicated. The more people we meet, the more relationships we build and the 

more opportunities we have to invite others to the life we have come to know in Christ. 

So, I’m hereby accepting that parting request from Pastor Ted. Got those ten pennies in my pocket. 

How about you?
